Curriculum Vitae 
 

 

 
Lorenzo D’Orsi is Assistant Professor at the Department of Agricultural, Food, Natural Resources and 

Engineering Sciences (DAFNE) of the University of Foggia and qualified as Associate Professor in 

social anthropology (2021). He graduated in social anthropology at Sapienza University of Rome (2011) 

and received his Ph.D. degree in social anthropology from the Riccardo Massa Department of Human 

Sciences for Education of the University of Milano Bicocca (2016). Between 2017 and 2018, he was a 

postdoc researcher at the Center of South-East European Studies (CSEES) of the Karl Franzens 

University in Graz and at the Institute of Turkish Studies of Stockholm University (SUITS). He was 

lecturer at the Department of Civilization and Forms of Knowledge of the University of Pisa and a 

research fellow at the Institute for Research on Population and Social Policies (IRPPS) of the CNR. 

From 2019 to 2022 he was researcher and lecturer at the Department of Political and Social Sciences of 

the University of Catania for the project PON AIM Smart, Secure and Inclusive Communities 

“Practicing the Smart City: New policies and new urban imaginaries in Sicily”. For this project, he was 

a visiting researcher at the Department of Anthropology and the School of Urban Affairs and Public 

Policy of the University of Memphis. 

Since 2010 he has been working on memories of the military repression of student and leftist movements 

in the 1970s and 1980s, in the context of Cold War era. In this respect, he has carried out ethnographic 

research in Uruguay and Turkey on the politics of memory of military dictatorships, focusing on the 

political and cultural configuration of remembering communities and feelings of moral outrage. He has 

investigated the social nature of autobiographical remembering, the cultural dimension of traumatic 

memories and the ways in which the latter are passed onto the next generations. He has also investigated 

new social movements in relation to the Turkish protests in Gezi Park in 2013. For his research in 

Uruguay he was awarded the Young Scholar Prize in 2017 by the Société Internationale d´Ethnologie et 

de Folklore (SIEF) and, in the same year, the Prix International Mémoire d’Auschwitz for his research 

on painful memories of revolutionary fighters in Turkey. In 2020, he started new research on urban 

transformations, rearrangements of the past and new social imaginaries of future in the late-industrial 

context of Gela in Sicily. 

He is a member of the editorial staff of “Antropologia” (LediJournals), “Rivista di Antropologia 

Contemporanea” (Il Mulino), and “Etnoantropologia” (CLUEB). He is a member of the scientific 

committee of the series “Anthropology of the contemporary world” for CISU publisher. He is the author 

of national and international articles and of the monograph «Oltraggi della memoria. Generazioni, 

nostalgie e violenza politica nella sinistra in Turchia» (Meltemi 2020).

il Dipartimento di Scienze Umane per la Formazione “R. Massa” dell’Università degli Studi di Milano-

Bicocca (2016). Tra il 2017 e il 2018 è stato ricercatore post-dottorale presso il Centre of South-East 

European Studies (CSEES) dell’Università Karl Franzens di Graz e presso l’Institute of Turkish Studies 

della Stockholm University (SUITS). È stato docente a contratto presso il Dipartimento di Civiltà e 



Forme del Sapere dell’Università di Pisa e assegnista di ricerca presso l’Istituto di Ricerche sulla 

Popolazione e le Politiche Sociali (IRPPS) del CNR. Dal 2019 al 2022 è stato Ricercatore di tipo a presso 

il Dipartimento di Scienze Politiche e Sociali dell’Ateneo di Catania nell’ambito del progetto PON AIM 

Smart, Secure and Inclusive Communities “Praticare la Smart City: Nuove politiche e nuovi immaginari 

urbani in Sicilia”. In questo periodo è stato visiting researcher presso il Department of Anthropology e 

la School of Urban Affairs and Public Policy della University of Memphis.  

Dal 2010 si occupa di memorie di violenza in relazione alla repressione politica e militare dei movimenti 

studenteschi e dei partiti di sinistra avvenuta nel corso degli anni Settanta e Ottanta nel più ampio quadro 

della guerra fredda. In tal senso, ha svolto ricerche etnografiche in Uruguay e Turchia sulle politiche 

della memoria delle dittature militari, ragionando sui processi politici e culturali che portano alla 

formazione di comunità ricordanti e di sentimenti di oltraggio, ossia le soglie morali che spingono a 

sentirsi oltraggiati di fronte a eventi ritenuti violenti. Ha inoltre indagato il carattere socialmente costruito 

dei ricordi autobiografici, i processi di addomesticamento culturale della memoria dolorosa e i modi in 

cui quest’ultima è trasmessa alle seconde generazioni. Si è anche occupato di nuovi movimenti sociali 

in relazione alle proteste turche di Gezi Park del 2013.  Per la sua ricerca in Uruguay ha ricevuto nel 

2017 lo Young Scholar Prize da parte della Société Internationale d´Ethnologie et de Folklore (SIEF) e, 

sempre nello stesso anno, il Prix International Mémoire d’Auschwitz per la sua ricerca sulle memorie 

dolorose dei combattenti rivoluzionari in Turchia. Dal 2020 sta conducendo una ricerca sulle 

trasformazioni urbane, le riconfigurazioni del passato e i nuovi immaginari di futuro nel contesto tardo-

industriale di Gela in Sicilia. 

È parte delle redazioni di “Antropologia”, rivista fondata da Ugo Fabietti, “Rivista di Antropologia 

Contemporanea”, edita da Il Mulino, e “Etnoantropologia”, CLUEB. È membro del comitato scientifico 

della collana “Antropologia del mondo contemporaneo” fondata da Pietro Clemente per l’editore CISU. 

È autore di articoli nazionali e internazionali e della monografia «Oltraggi della memoria. Generazioni,
